e Live assessments are available in Welsh and centres do not need to request them prior
to entering candidates for assessment.

Edugas qualifications

e Live assessments are available in Welsh and English for all Eduqgas qualifications
designated by Qualifications Wales.

e WIEC annually emails all centres in Wales with a link to a form for requesting Welsh
medium examination papers for the following summer series — there will be a November
deadline for centres to return completed forms.
